Lead by Chuck Huffstetler and Patrick Ahern, the team worked well together, put in a hard day and by late afternoon had completed a truly impressive 45 foot long ramp with two landings and many unexpected finishing details. Everyone that sees the ramp is impressed with the design and quality of the work.  This is not the first time the RRRC members have worked their construction magic.  Previously, they built a wheelchair ramp for Tom Soos, who had also been injured by a cycling-car accident a few years ago.

Many thanks to the members of the RRRC for your messages of encouragement and support through this very difficult time, to the construction team for the special wheelchair ramp to make my recovery easier and quicker and all those who supported Ginnie with assistance and gifts of food. I'm so blessed by your friendship and grateful for your many acts of kindness.
